Mission San Jose Commercial Strategy Study Completed 

In June 2018, the Fremont City Council directed City staff to study 

the Mission San Jose Town Center  to determine the potential for 

commercial success in the area—with special emphasis on retail, 

restaurants, entertainment options, and mixed use developments 

that include housing—and to develop strategies to support it 

accordingly. The Mission San Jose Town Center is a commercial 

district near Washington and Mission boulevards, anchored by the 

historic Mission San Jose church and museum.  

City staff hired a consultant team with expertise in retail market 

analysis and urban planning to assist in completing the study and 

to make recommendations on strategies that can positively impact 

the Mission San Jose Town Center. The consultant team was also 

tasked with analyzing the Ohlone Village Shopping Center.  

The study has been completed, and the results will be presented at the next City Council meeting on 

Tuesday, May 21 at 7 p.m. at City Hall, located at 3300 Capitol Ave. in Fremont.

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City of Fremont Annual Rent Review Program Fee Invoices Mailed to Landlords 
 
On May 7, 2019, the Fremont City Council approved the FY 
2018/19 Annual Rent Review Program Fee of $14 per unit. The 
invoices have been mailed to all landlords who own residential 
rental units in Fremont on May 13, 2019, and are due by June 27, 
2019.  
 
The source of funding for the Rent Review Ordinance is an annual 
per-unit cost-recovery fee that is approved annually by City Council 
and subsequently billed to residential landlords. In determining the 
fee, City staff used the appropriated expenditure and the number of residential rental units subject to 
the Rent Review Ordinance, and apportioned the cost equally to all residential rental units in the city 
as allowed pursuant to state law.

Fremont Scores an A Grade in Climate Change Ranking 
 
CDP, the non-profit environmental disclosure platform, released its first ever 
cities ranking featuring cities from across the globe that are taking bold action 
to curb climate change. 

Of the 625 cities that reported worldwide through CDP’s environmental 
disclosure platform in 2018, just 43 cities received an “A” score for how 
effectively they are managing, measuring and tackling greenhouse gas 
emissions and adapting to climate risks. Fremont is proud to be one of the 9 
Bay Area cities that made the A List for climate leadership and action. 

According to CDP, all 2018 A List cities demonstrate strong climate adaptation and mitigation 
strategies, allow for consistent tracking of city emissions, and set forth ambitious targets to cut these 
emissions. 

Fremont is committed to reducing greenhouse gas emissions and taking action to make our 
community more resilient to climate change. To that end, the City recently adopted an ambitious goal 
to achieve carbon neutrality by the year 2045 and is currently working on updating its Climate Action 
Plan to align with the new goal. 

Over the next year, the City will conduct robust outreach, analyze data, evaluate impacts, and engage 
with community stakeholders to identify specific implementation actions for achieving carbon 
neutrality.
