5.1  Presentation from Alameda County regarding Community Choice Energy
Program (75 minutes)

BACKGROUND:

In June 2014, the Alameda County Board of Supervisors voted unanimously to
allocate $1.3 Million to explore the creation of an Alameda County
Community Choice Aggregation (CCA) program, and directed County staff to
undertake the necessary steps to evaluate its feasibility. CCA enables the
County and/or its cities to pool the electricity demand of participating
communities’ homes, businesses, and municipal facilities to buy and/or
develop power on their behalf. The electricity continues to be distributed and
delivered over the existing electricity lines by the incumbent utility, which is
Pacific Gas and Electric (PG&E) in Alameda County.

Established by AB117 in 2002, California currently has four active CCA
Programs in Marin County (Marin Clean Energy), Sonoma County (Sonoma
Clean Power), the City/County of San Francisco (Clean Power SF), and the
City of Lancaster (Lancaster Choice Energy). Within the Bay Area, San Mateo
County (Peninsula Clean Energy) and Santa Clara County (Silicon Valley
Clean Energy) are currently in the process of launching their programs, and
Contra Costa County is in the early investigation stage. Dozens of other local
governments are exploring CCA options across the state.

Seth Baruch, a consultant to Alameda County on the CCA Feasibility Study,
will present to the Commission regarding the results of the Draft Analysis
produced by MRW & Associates.

BACKGROUND:

At the March 3, 2016 Sustainability Commission meeting, The Commission
voted unanimously to make a formal recommendation to City Council to
support a “Second Annual Niles Canyon Stroll & Roll” event.

Since that time, staff has learned that last year’s event was feasible only
because Alameda County Supervisors Richard Valle (District 2) and Scott
Haggerty (District 1) had organized the event to coincide with the CalTrans
closure of Niles Canyon Road (Route 84) for annual maintenance, and that it
was not anticipated by CalTrans to be an annual event.

Due to the fact that none of the event coordinators from last year plan to
organize another event this year, and that Caltrans support for an event this
year is highly unlikely, staff does not plan to take forward the Commission’s
recommendation to Council at this time. At such time in the future that
Caltrans and the County appear to be considering a second Stroll & Roll event,
staff would take forward the Commission’s recommendation at that time.

RECOMMENDATION:

5.3  Staff Updates (10 minutes)

Staff will provide updates on various related City sustainability efforts,
including:

e Timeline for a second round of SunShares program, which will include
both a solar and an EV discount option.

Council regarding Community Choice Energy.
